• Treasurer –  

CASH POSITION: Treasurer Mark Pozniak said that the cash position as of 2/29/20 was Operating Cash 
at $505,837.90 and Reserve & Restricted funds at $971,234.21 for a Total Cash of $1,477,072.11. He 
noted that he spoke to the Town and the property tax check would be ready the following day.   
 
AUDIT:  Pozniak said that the audit is still pending, but he is not sure what is causing the delay.  Short 
discussion followed regarding the delays.  
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• Chief –  
EMERGENCY EVENTS:  Chief Barry Ward reported that the District has responded recently to two fires, 
one on Cochran Hill and one on Vervalen Drive.  He said both were handled well by the responding 
crews.  
 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Chief Barry Ward said that he has four items of a personnel nature for Executive 
Session.   
 

• EMS Administrator –  
UPDATE:  EMS Administrator Michael Benenati said that the District has been doing some preparations 
for the COVID-19 and carefully monitoring the disease spread and the information as it arrives. He 
described some of the efforts so far and short discussion followed.

Komorsky said he will reach out to a couple of roofers that he 
knows to verify and get advice. He noted that Bragg Electrical will not address the additional 
outdoor lights until the roof issue is resolved.  Further discussion followed regarding the roof. 
Komorsky noted that he spoke to Bragg about the generator panel at Station 2 to get ideas. 
Short discussion followed regarding the panel. 

 
NEW BUSINESS:    

- Cyber Policy Proposal – Komorsky asked if the Board had a chance to review the cyber liability 
policy renewal.

- VESO Change – Komorsky noted the upcoming change and Secretary Le said she is working on 

setting up an appointment with the District’s insurance agent to give more information about the 
change.

- Dutchess Overhead Doors Preventative Maintenance – Le said that the proposal was similar to 

prior years’ proposals.
